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DOGAMI announced that Ruarri Day-Stirrat has been appointed the new State Geologist of Oregon.  Dr. 
Day-Stirrat has a Ph.D. in geology and experience both from the Texas state survey and through 
extensive work for Shell Oil.  Aside from oil and gas development, he has been involved in mining, 
tailings remediation, soil science, and civil engineering projects.

Dr. Day-Stirrat clearly appreciates the beneficial role of mineral resources in society.  I would suggest 
that many different mineral resources should be inventoried for the state, including construction 
aggregates in key areas.  Depletion of aggregate resources near expanding urban centers is a long-
standing problem that will only be resolved by identifying and preserving new aggregate reserves, 
strategically located where they can be economically developed.
