Safety Corner...Drive Safely

Try to avoid driving if a winter storm is approaching. If you are forced to drive, make sure you
are prepared for any possible problems. Keep a survival kit in your car. This would consist of a
blanket, a small shovel, emergency road flares, spare clothing, bottled water, flashlight and
batteries, battery cables, tire chains and quick energy foods such as granola or energy bars.
You should also make sure that you always keep your gas tank full during the winter to prevent
the gas line from freezing. If you are traveling long distances, make sure someone knows your
travel plans. That person must know what to do if you do not arrive at your destination within a

certain period of time.

If you ever find yourself trapped in your car, remain calm and stay put. Never leave your car to
look for help as you will most likely find yourself in a worse situation. Only run your engine for
short amounts of time, such as five to ten minute intervals to save on fuel. While your car is
running, turn on the interior lights in hopes of flagging down help. You will need to make sure

that your exhaust pipe is free from snow so that the car does not fill up carbon monoxide.
